Entry Requirements for US Citizens

TOURIST:

1. Valid, Signed US Passport, with at least six (6) months remaining validity, from intended date of

    arrival into Brazil, with at least three (3) blank visa pages.

2. One Original (1) Visa application form signed by applicant. Application form is two (2) pages.
3. One (1) passport photo.

4. Consulate Fee of $140.00

5. A travel itinerary.

6. Photocopy of Drivers License  

7. Letter from the company you work for in the US stating you will return to work in the US after your trip to Brazil     

   and you will be doing no company business in Brazil. 
8. Please be aware that your passport MUST be signed or the Brazil Consulate will not process your visa.

VALIDITY:
Tourist visas are valid for the first entry to take place within 90 days of issue date of the Visa.  The validity of the tourist visa is up to 5 years multiple entries.

BUSINESS:
1. Valid, Signed US Passport, passport must be valid for at least six (6) months from intended date of arrival in Brazil   

    with at least three (3) blank visa pages.

2. Two (2) recent passport size photographs  * No photo reproductions

3. Two Original (2) visa application forms, completed and signed by applicant.  Visa application form is

    two (2) pages each. 

4. A business cover letter  *(Sample enclosed) 

5. Consulate Fee is $200.00 or $240.00 for a Technician Visa (call for details).

6. Non-US citizens must provide a copy of their US visa (greencard, H1, B1 etc.)

7. Please be aware that your passport MUST be signed or the Brazil Consulate will not process your visa.

8. Business card showing business address (Business type 2  visa). 

9. Copy of driver’s license.

VALIDITY:
Non US citizens will be granted a 90 day visa valid for multiple entries.  For non US citizens, please call our office for the updated visa requirements for each nationality.

PROCESSING TIME: Normal Processing time in Consulate is 5 to 10 days.
